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All students are required to wear:

pper body

white shirt (long or short sleeved);

school tie (bought from Initial Images);

official black school jumper or cardigan fastened
with logo (bought from Initial Images), or
official black abaya or black thobe

(bought from Maha).

Lower body

black school trousers or tailored plain black shorts
(not tight fitting/cargo/sports);

no stretchy fabric pants, jeans, tracksuit pants,
leggings or jeggings;

black skirt - pleated Charleston or A line style only
(must be an appropriate length, just above the
knee);

no pencil skirts or tube skirts;

black tights or black or white socks;

formal smart black school shoes (no trainers,
plimsolls or canvas shoes e.g. Converse

& Vans).

The following two types of skirts are what we
deem acceptable to be worn as part of our uniform:
pleated Charleston or A line style only (must be
an appropriate length, just above the knee):

A tight-fitting pencil skirt
with stretchy fabric is NOT
acceptable and MUST
NOT be worn as part of
our uniform:

Please note: no jewellery or facial piercings are to
be worn, with the exception of a watch. Hair colouring
must be discrete and natural. Students will be
allowed to wear a suitable plain coat of their choice,
but it must be taken off in the school building at all
times. School jumpers must remain on at all times and
must not be tied in any way. Students are permitted to
ask to remove jumpers in lessons.

Footwear MUST be formal, black and of leather
appearance. Please note - trainers, canvas shoes or
plimsolls and UGG style boots are not allowed to
be worn and would be deemed unacceptable. The
following footwear is what we deem acceptable
to be worn as part of our uniform. This is not an
exhaustive list, but rather a reference point to show
examples.

If your child has a medical condition that requires
them not to wear these types of shoes, then medical
evidence of this must be provided to school and the
alternative shoe type must be plain black.

:Upper body PE kit

o black PE T-shirt with school logo
(bought from Initial Images), or

e black PE long sleeved T-shirt with school logo
(bought from Initial Images);

e optional plain black base underlayer with no
visible branding;

o optional black pull-over % zip long sleeved
training top with school logo (bought from Initial
Images) - please note this is the only outdoor
wear allowed for PE lessons.

e sports hijab if worn.

Lower body PE kit

e black sports leggings - as plain as possible with
no large motifs (available with school logo from
Initial Images);

o black tracksuit pants - as plain as possible with
no large motifs (available with school logo from
Initial Images);

e black shorts* (available with school logo from
Initial Images);

o black skort (skirt with shorts underneath);

e trainers (no plimsolls or canvas shoes e.g.
Converse & Vans).

Please note: tracksuit pants and leggings with the
school logo on are currently optional and can be
purchased from our uniform supplier, Initial Images.
However, as stated, they must be black if you
purchase non-school PE tracksuit pants or leggings.

*If your child decides to wear
shorts for PE, they MUST
be the black shorts with the
school logo from Initial Images.
Any other style of shorts
are not acceptable including
